







   When If in doubt about the authenticity of this document, you may perform the following checks:

	Carefully monitorLook carefully at the front page 
of the document
	You will see a grid pattern that consists of grey rectangleshexagons.
In between, you will see text printed extremely small in green and orange; this text must appear neat and sharp under a microscope.
Besides, tThe latter also applies to all other lines and patterns in the document.
Furthermore, tThe paper also contains fibres in various colours.


	Hold the document against
the light
	All over the paper, you will see a watermark in the shape of a stylistic honeycomb with the lettersing NL.


	Make a photocopy
	When making a you copy of a true genuine document, the text COPY – KOPIE will appear in the grey rectangleshexagons.


	Use a UV lamp
	Under a UV lamp, small green and blue fibres will become visible as well as fibres that light up in three or four colours. The orange print in the middle of the document will light up in yellow. Furthermore, tThe number of the document on at the bottom right of the page on the right will light up in green/yellow.


	Unique number
	The unique number at the bottom below right is printed in using a typography technique. During printing, the ink is pressed outwards. This will lead to so-calledcreates what are known as beaded edges that are visible under a microscope.


	Does the front page clearly display the text COPY - KOPIE ?
	In that case, it is a photocopy! To be certain, Yyou can always perform the checks listed above. to be sure.
